HOW IT WORKS





RENCLUS begins by segmenting the sample arbitrarily into several clusters, depending on the number of clusters requested. The system then moves each case in turn to the cluster in which it fits best.  When all cases have been relocated, the overall sharpness of the cluster solution is measured. RENCLUS repeats the reloca�tion process until the clusters are as homogeneous as possible.





OUTPUT





Once the optimal cluster solution is found, RENCLUS produces three types of out�put. 





*	Profile Table. RENCLUS prints a table of variable means, which allow easy interpretation of results. The table includes the grand mean and cluster means of each variable, as well as in�dicating whether a cluster mean is sig�nificantly higher or lower than the grand mean. F�ratios for each variable are also produced: these can be used as indicators of the importance of the variable to the cluster solution. Finally, the size of each cluster is shown. 





*	Graphic Output. RENCLUS also portrays the cluster graphically, so that the profile of each group is interpretable at a glance.





*	Classification File. RENCLUS produces an ASCII file containing each case's ID, it's cluster number, and its case weight. This file can be easily merged with other data on the same sample, and can be used to expand the profile to variables not used to define the seg�ments.
